CEMETERY CLEAN-UP
COMPLETED

(The following article
is reprinted from the

Although the staff
writer errored in some
of the facts, the
basic story covers the
tremendous effort of a
Buncombe Co., N.C.,
family in cleaning up
a much-neglected 'old'
family cemetery.)

FAMILY REDISCOVERS
CEMETERY

Fairview - A small
hilltop graveyard
hidden by a grove of
trees was almost for-
gotten until a group
of descendants of
those buried there
rediscovered it and
decided to give the
property a facelift.

The Picneer Ceme-—
tery, also known as
the Ashworth Family
Cemetery, was estab-
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lished in the 170d's,
and is the burial
place of a number of
McBrayers, according
to the family history.

The cemetery 15
located on Hollywood
Road in Fairview,
north of the Charlotte
Highway.

The graveyard has
suffered from neglect
for a number of years.
Trees have grown
throughout the proper-
ty and cattle and
other animals have
wandered over the
graves, causing some
damage .

Robert "Bud" Mc-
BErayer of Fairview
said that although he
and his family have
lived in Fairview for
many years, he only
found out two years
ago that he had
ancestors buried
there.

Carl McBrayer, a
family member living
in Washington State
(ed note: Skipper died
in 1274), along with
his son (in error) who
lives in Oklahoma,
traced the McBrayer
ancestors to their
burual place in Fair-
view. "He worked on
this for 45 years,"
said Bud McBrayer.

When the older
McBrayer died, his son
continued to research
the family history. He
and Earl McBrayer of
Morehead, Ky., began
to correspond and
combine the results of
their work.

Earl McBrayer
traveled to Asheville
recently to wisit his
Fairview relatives and
work on cleaning up
the family burial

place.

The McBrayers
assembled themselves
in the small cemetery
to clean up and fell
trees that had grown
up, which had par-
tially cobscured the
graves.

"We moved all the
dead tree limbs, cut
small trees and fenced
{ £ e ogaydisBaid
McBrayer. "We are in
the process of putting
a name up in the
cemetery." The men and
women spent two days
on the task, but there
is still more work to
be done.

There is reportedly
a McBrayer marker that
once stocd in the
cemetery. If found,
the family wants to
return it to 1'ts
original place in the
graveyard.

There are 40 to 5@
bodies buried in the
cemetery and only two
are marked. The family
is uncertain about the
burial place on one
McBrayer. "We can't
determine where Samuel
McBrayer is buried,"
said Bud McBrayer. He
died in 1814 and is
either buried in the
Pioneer Cemetery or
the Cane Creek
Cemetery.

The McBrayer family
history fills a large
book, which was
written by '€Caril
McBrayer. The book
traces the family from
Dumfries, Scotland, to
Ireland to the United
States. It was com-
piled after a numbr of
yvears of research and
correspondence with
family members.

"The McBrayers are

a family, not a clan,"
said Bud McBrayer. He
said all the McBrayers
in the United States
are descendants of
three immigrants who
came to Pennsylwvania
from Scotland.

"All hawve been
traced to North
Carclina and Fair-
view." said Bud
McBrayer. "It is a
solid family estab-
lished in the United
States. The string is
unbroken."

There is a McBrayer
family reunion planned
for Aug 2,3, and 4 in
Oklahoma next year.
This gathering will
celebrate the 258th
anniversary of the
family in the U.S.

Smaller family
reunions are held each
year in surrcounding
cities and states.
Susan McBrayer of
Forest City has kept
in touch with family
members in several
counties and has
organized a number of
reunions.

McBrayer all worked on
the cemetery cleanup.

(ed note: In a cover
letter which accom-
panied the above news
article, Margaret
said, "The cemetery is
all cleaned up and
fenced in, a redwood
2"x12"x4"' sign has
been made and put up
on angle iron inside
the cemetery." On
behalf of all descen-
dants everywhere, I
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
