"CALLING IT QUITS
AFTER 14 YEARS WITH
PGPD"

Most people vow to
turn over a new leaf
for the New Year, but
Hallie ‘McBrayer of
Pacific Grove really
means it.

McBrayer will start
1984 by retiring from
her position as re=
cords supervisor-
police officer with
the PG Police Depart-
ment. It will mark the
end of her 22-year
career in law enforce-
ment .

McBrayver came to
the PGPD 13 3/4 years
ago, after working
eight and a half years
in the Monterey County
Sheriff's Department
in Monterey. During
her years with the PG
department, she's
worked on rape inves-
tigations, some child
abuse cases and main-
tained the records of
the department.

"I would say the
best thing about this
type of joeb is that




it's always interest-
ing," she explains.
"It's always rewarding
in that you have a
chance to help pecple
.«+1've really enjoyed
working with people in
this department in the
city
Not that everything
is enjoyable in her
line & work, “"she
adds. "You see a seamy
side of people. There
are things, of course,
that make you feel
bad. "But ‘it's 'also
gratifying to know you
can work on it, maybe
find a solution or
maybe help somebody
who's been a victim."
McBraver's vyear's
of helping victims be-
gan shortly after she
and her husband,
George "Mac" McBrayer,
moved to PG 25 wyears
ago. At that time,
Hallie McBrayer had 17
years in civil service
under her belt. She
found a job with -a
Cannery Row entymol-
ogist, but, she says,
"I was interested in
working in lae en-
forcement: it sounded
interesting and law
enforcement paid more
than clerk-typist."
Her interest led
her to apply for an
opening at the Mon-
terey Police Depart-
ment. L didnt £ et
the Jjob but somebody I
know mentioned they
had an opening at the
sheriff's department..
I applied there and
was hired in 1961, "
she explains.
She was a
member of

EWOoOIrn
the

sheriff's department
and acted as a matron,
in addition o, a
variety of clerical
duties. She says she
was not considered a

gafety 'officer,
though.
By 1978 "I had gone

as far as I e¢ould go
and had advanced
throcugh all the pay
steps," she recalls.
"This position opened
here in PG, which was
a safety position, so
my sergeant (in the
sheriff's office) said
'Why don't you try for
it?' Not that he was
trying to get rid of

me," she gays with a
laugh. "He knew 1
would like to ad-
vance,"

In PG, McBrayer had
matron's duties, dis-
patching and desk
work. Later, she be-
came records super-—
visor, keeping track
of which agencies re-
ceive news from the
police department.

As a woman, says
McBrayer, "I'wve never
really felt terribly
out of place - I guess
because the people
I've worked with have
accepted me so well...
I think women are

being accepted (on
police forces). We
have more as cap-

tains...(and) I would
say the public is
ready to accept women
pretty much, at least
here."”

Her family accepted
her non-traditignal
roles, also, though
she says, "My husband
always kind of kidded

me, saying 'I don't
know what other man
would put up with his
wife getting up in the
middle of the night to
go off with some good-
looking young manl' "

Though discrimina-
tion isn't a problem,
public ignorance is.
"The public sometimes
doesn't understand
what we're up against
+xmthey feel the
investigations are not
done the right way or
that we've let some-
body go...Some things
we're bound by law
that we can't do," she
explains.

Another frustration
is lack of judiciary
backup. "I think the
courts let us down a
whole lot," she says,
indicating that she
thinks judges often
rule on the gide of
leniency rather than
strictness.

Nevertheless, she
says, "I think PG has
been very fortunate in
arrests on rape cases
and convictions. ..
When we do hawve a
suspect, we have suc-
cessfully taken it
through the courts and
gotten a conviction. I
really can't think of
anybody who's gotten
off, once we'wve had a
suspect."

I do feel a lot of
empathy for the vic-
timeg, " she explains.
"I have good rapport
with victims. Some-
timps, L ikhimk sitis
because of my 'mother-
ly' appearance. 1I
think the thing to be
realized is that it is
